Wisdom

1 Cor. 2:7-8 But we speak the wisdom of
God in a mystery, even the hidden
wisdom, which God ordained before the
world unto our glory: [8] Which none of
the princes of this world knew: for had
they known it, they would not have
crucified the Lord of glory.

1 Cor. 1:23 But we preach Christ
crucified, unto the Jews a stumblingblock,
and unto the Greeks foolishness;

Romans 16:25-26 Now to him that is of
power to stablish you according to my
gospel, and the preaching of Jesus Christ,
according to the revelation of the mystery,
which was kept secret since the world
began, [26] But now is made manifest,
and by the scriptures of the prophets,
according to the commandment of the
everlasting God, made known to all
nations for the obedience of faith:

The Mysterious/Hidden Cross

Matthew 16:21-22 [22] Then Peter took
him, and began to rebuke him, saying, Be
it far from thee, Lord: this shall not be
unto thee.

Mark 9:31-32 [32] But they understood
not that saying, and were afraid to ask
him.

Mark 16:9-14 [11] And they, when they
had heard that he was alive, and had been
seen of her, believed not. [13] And they
went and told it unto the residue: neither
believed they them. [14] Afterward he
appeared unto the eleven as they sat at
meat, and upbraided them with their
unbelief and hardness of heart, because
they believed not them which had seen
him after he was risen.

But Now In Christ Jesus
1 Cor. 1:30 But of him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of God is made unto us wisdom, and righteousness, and sanctification, and redemption:

Righteousness

Romans 3:21 [21] But now the
righteousness of God without the law is
manifested, being witnessed by the law
and the prophets;

Romans 10:4-10 [4] For Christ is the end
of the law for righteousness to every one
that believeth. [5] *For Moses describeth
the righteousness which is of the law, That
the man which doeth those things shall
live by them. [6] But the righteousness
which is of faith speaketh on this wise,
**Say not in thine heart, Who shall ascend
into heaven? (that is, to bring Christ down
from above:) [7] Or, Who shall descend
into the deep? (that is, to bring up Christ
again from the dead.) [8] But what saith
it? The word is nigh thee, even in thy
mouth, and in thy heart: that is, the word
of faith, which we preach; [9] That if thou
shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord
Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that
God hath raised him from the dead, thou
shalt be saved. [10] For with the heart man
believeth unto righteousness; and with the
mouth confession is made unto salvation.

Galatians 3:22-23 But the scripture hath
concluded all under sin, that the promise
by faith of Jesus Christ might be given to
them that believe. [23] But before faith
came, we were kept under the law, shut up
unto the faith which should afterwards be
revealed.

Sanctification

1 Cor. 12:13 For by one Spirit are we all
baptized into one body, whether we be
Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or
free; and have been all made to drink into
one Spirit.

Romans 6:3-4 Know ye not, that so many
of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ
were baptized into his death? [4]
Therefore we are buried with him by
baptism into death: that like as Christ was
raised up from the dead by the glory of the
Father, even so we also should walk in
newness of life.

Galatians 3:26-28 For ye are all the
children of God by faith in Christ Jesus.
[27] For as many of you as have been
baptized into Christ have put on Christ.
[28] There is neither Jew nor Greek, there
is neither bond nor free, there is neither
male nor female: for ye are all one in
Christ Jesus.

Col. 2:10-12 And ye are complete in him,
which is the head of all principality and
power: [11] In whom also ye are
circumcised with the circumcision made
without hands, in putting off the body of
the sins of the flesh by the circumcision of
Christ: [12] Buried with him in baptism,
wherein also ye are risen with him through
the faith of the operation of God, who hath
raised him from the dead.

Luke 9:44-45 [45] But they understood
not this saying, and it was hid from them,
that they perceived it not: and they feared
to ask him of that saying.

Luke 18:31-34 [34] And they understood
none of these things: and this saying was
hid from them, neither knew they the
things which were spoken.

Luke 24:6-11 [11] And their words
seemed to them as idle tales, and they
believed them not.

John 20:8-9 [9] For as yet they knew not
the scripture, that he must rise again from
the dead.

Redemption

Romans 3:24-25 Being justified freely by
his grace through the redemption that is in
Christ Jesus: [25] Whom God hath set
forth to be a propitiation through faith in
his blood, to declare his righteousness for
the remission of sins that are past, through
the forbearance of God;

Romans 8:22-23 For we know that the
whole creation groaneth and travaileth in
pain together until now. [23] And not only
they, but ourselves also, which have the
firstfruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves
groan within ourselves, waiting for the
adoption, to wit, the redemption of our
body.

Ephes. 1:13-14 In whom ye also trusted,
after that ye heard the word of truth, the
gospel of your salvation: in whom also
after that ye believed, ye were sealed with
that holy Spirit of promise, [14] Which is
the earnest of our inheritance until the
redemption of the purchased possession,
unto the praise of his glory.

1 Cor. 15:26 The last enemy that shall be
destroyed is death.

**Deut. 30:11-16 For this commandment
which I command thee this days, it is not
hidden from thee, neither is it far off. [12]
It is not in heaven, that thou shouldest say,
Who shall go up for us to heaven, and
bring it unto us, that we may hear it, and
do it? [13] Neither is it beyond the sea,
that thou shouldest say, Who shall go over
the sea for us, and bring it unto us, that we
may hear it, and do it? [14] But the word
is very nigh unto thee, in thy mouth, and
in thy heart, that thou mayest do it.
